The study, which was
headed by Dr. Lu Wang of Brigham & Women’s Hospital, involved 19,220 women over the age
of 38 who were of normal weight. The researchers asked these women about their alcohol
consumption over the past year and recorded how much of the different types of alcoholic
beverages such as beer, wine and liquor they consumed. Then, they measured the average
ethanol content of each beverage and calculated the women ’s average alcohol intake. They
also weighed each woman five times over the course of the study.

Researchers found out that women who consumed more than two drinks daily were 30% less
likely to be overweight and nearly 70% had a lower risk of becoming obese than non-drinkers.

FITNESS TECH REMAINS POPULAR DESPITE
SKEPTICISM

Because of technology, users can get food, clothing, and entertainment —without ever leaving
home. One downside is that all of this convenience has contributed to a decline in physical
activity and a rise in health problems. The technology industry has answered with “fitness tech,” a
range of products and services that cater to the growing number of health-conscious consumers.
However, many people disagree about how effective fitness tech is at actually improving users’
health.

Fitness tech includes wearable fitness trackers, smart gym equipment, and mobile apps that
all serve to monitor a user's physical state. Some fitness tech is simple, like smart phone apps
that count how many steps one has taken or how many calories one has consumed in the day.
Other devices, like fitness trackers that perform many of the same functions as a smart watch,
can also measure heart rate and sleep guality in addition to offering tips for better workouts.

As useful as these devices may seem, there has been some controversy over how effective
fitness tech can really be. One group of researchers found promising results. The study,
published in the Journal of Medical Internet Research, conducted a survey of three groups of
people : current app users, non-app users, and former app users. The results showed that 75%
of current app users were more active, while only half of the people in the other two groups
reported being more active.

Another study by Carnegie Mellon University cast the assumptions of fitness tech’'s
effectiveness in a different light. Researchers there found that fitness apps were reported as
useful by people who were already living a healthy, active lifestyle, whereas people who were
less inclined to participate in physical activiies didn't think the apps were helpful. These results
suggested that the success of fitness tech is determined by the person who seeks it out, and not
necessarily because of benefits offered by the tech itself.

Despite the doubts raised by several well-publicized studies, sales of fitness tech continue
to rise, fueling what has become a multibillion-dollar industry. It seems that our appetite for
technological solutions to physical problems hasn't yet been satisfied.

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THE PROBLEM WITH CROWDFUNDING FOR
MEDICAL EXPENSES

The first website that was created solely for crowdfunding appeared in 2001, with the
purpose of helping musicians raise money from donors to record their albums. In less than
20 years, the number of online crowdfunding platforms has ballooned to more than 2,000,
providing services to accommodate a variety of fundraising goals. In recent years, more
Americans have turned to crowdfunding platforms to relieve the burden of healtheare
Ciosts.

Crowdfunding 15 a way for people to ask for donations online, and the service that one
chooses often depends on one’s goals. Platforms like Kickstarter are often used to collect
funding for larger projects like starting businesses or making movies and video games.
Another service, Patreon, 15 mostly used by artists, writers, and other creative people
who can present their work directly to paying subseribers. GoFundMe 1s a platform that
specializes in donations to individuals, often for more personal needs. Users on GoFundMe
raise money to pay for weddings, funerals, medical expenses or any emergency situations
that might come up.
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The cost of healtheare in the U.S. has been a hot issue for several years, and at first
glance, websites like GoFundMe seem to be a blessing. At least one-third of all money
donated on GoFundMe goes toward paying for medical expenses. In ten vears, $650
million dollars for 250,000 campaigns have been raised through the website. Even if each
donor contributes just a few dollars, the Internet’s potential to attract thousands of donors
makes such crowdfunding efforts an enticing proposition.

Unfortunately, with so many users on these platforms competing for donations, it can
be a challenge for mndividuals to get attention for their own campaigns, Raising awareness
about one’s cause 15 difficult work, requiring a large social media presence that needs to be
regularly maintained. Furthermore, according to a study by professors at the University of
Washington, 90 percent of GoFundMe campaigns fail to meet their financial goals.

It’s clear that these online platforms do not lead to success for everyone. Crowdfunding
can be effective for raising small amounts of money 1n the short term, but for larger

expenses like healthcare, a more sustainable system is needed.
